Day 5
Day 5 is introduced to K-Gimmel by two stuffed animal friends: Tzippy the Tzipor (she’s a pelican) and Dougy the Dag (He is a fish puppet). The children are usually very excited to list all of the different fish in the sea and the birds in the sky.  Our discussions of Yom Chamishi include what we already know about birds.  We look at the book, What Is a Bird, by Robert Snedden.  We learn that although all birds have wings, not all birds fly (i.e. penguins and ostriches).  Different birds have different shaped beaks, and female birds lay eggs to have their babies. We also learn that when geese fly, they are in a "V" formation and the loud squawking noises we hear are the geese "taking attendance".
· Math - “Day 5 Math” – The children use plastic birds, fish, insects and reptiles as manipulatives to help them add two and three numbers together.  They follow the addition problems on their papers, which have pictures of various insects and birds as a guide.  If, for example, it had the number 3 next to a picture of a bird, they knew to take 3 birds.  
· Science – We watch a few video clips on YouTube on the Apple TV about birds and sea animals.
· Art – Using stampers and stickers the children create Day 5 for the game.  The abstract card is decorated with feathers and fish like papers. The Day 5 label is made and attached to the card.
